· You must comply with municipal licensing regulations when holding your fundraiser. Community raffle applications may be obtained from the Manitoba Gaming Control Commission at http://www.mgcc.mb.ca/charitable_raffle.html.
· After you hold your fundraising event, please send us a brief report before June 30, 2012. We would like to know when you held your event; how much money you raised from the raffle of the Star Blanket and if you considered the raffle activity worthwhile.

 

· Your organisation must acknowledge LITE as the Blanket donor and have LITE and Northern Star Workers’ Cooperative brochures available for the public during your fundraising event.

 

· We also encourage your organisation to do one or more of the following:  

Invite a speaker from LITE or Northern Star to speak to your organisation or to be present at your fundraiser;

· Write a short article about the Star Blanket Project and your fundraiser for your newsletter or website;

· Invite LITE to set-up a display about LITE at your fundraiser or event
· We ask that you pick up your Star Blanket at LITE’s office (640 Broadway Avenue, Lower Level). Blankets will be ready for pick up by November 30, 2011.
